The College of Arts and Sciences; the College of Health Sciences & Human Ecology; the College of Business, Technology, & Communication; the Center for Extended Learning, Library & Library Services; the Office of Student Development & Enrollment; and the School of Graduate Studies have joined hands to offer the following opportunity for graduate students.

Awards of up to $400 each are available to graduate students who are in good standing, are fully matriculated (see mini-grant cover sheet), and are ready to pursue research (if conducting research for their thesis/research paper).

Guidelines are as follows:

1. Award may be used 
a. to support graduate research/project/paper by providing funds for data collection activities, analysis of data, and/or costs associated with publication.  Any equipment (including hardware and/or software) purchased with the grant money becomes property of Bemidji State University.  All BSU purchasing guidelines must be followed.
b. for travel to a professional conference within the student’s field of study.  BSU Travel and Absence Form must be submitted and approved prior to travel dates.  Additional documentation of the conference must be provided (i.e. brochure, agenda, website information) to assist the committee in determining the validity of the content of the conference. How will it benefit your research?
c. If you have questions concerning how your funds may be used or expended, please contact Joan Miller in the Graduate Studies Office (755-2027).  Email: JMiller@bemidjistate.edu.
2. Awards are for activities planned between July 1, 2011 and June 30, 2012.  Awards can be given retroactively.
3. You must have a faculty mentor endorse the activity funded by the mini-grant.  This signature simply indicates that the faculty member is aware of and verbally supports the work you are proposing to accomplish.

4. Deadline for grant application is Friday, March 2, 2012. Awards will be made by Friday, March 16, 2012.  Award notification will be sent to your BSU e-mail account. Successful applicants must claim grant money before June 30, 2012.
5. The BSU graduate committee will blind review all proposals and select as many proposals as possible for awards, based on available funds and quality of the proposals.

6. A written report on the funded project must be submitted to the graduate committee within one month of project completion.  The awarded funds will not be released until this report is received by the School of Graduate Studies.  If this is not possible, contact the School of Graduate Studies.
7. Any publications resulting from the research project should state the source of financial support for the project as this BSU graduate student mini-grant award.
