 In its sixth year of existence, the soccer program at 
Bemidji State University is looking to get over that four-
win hump.  In each of the past two seasons, BSU has 
tallied four victories including a program record of three 
consecutive wins last season. 
 The 2001 season saw the Beavers post a 4-12-1 
overall record.  BSU ý nished ninth in the Northern Sun 
Intercollegiate Conference with a 1-7-1 mark.
 This campaign will see the return of 2001 All-NSIC 
Honorable Mention selection in senior goalkeeper Niki 
Dalka (Rhinelander, Wis.) as she is listed in the NCAA 
Division II record books on four occasions.  Last season, 
she was tops in the nation in saves per game at a clip 
of 13.88, which is good for 11th all-time.  In addition, she 
recorded 36 saves vs. Winona State (10/28/01), which tied 
for third all-time.  Also, her 236 season saves total is 10th 
all-time and her 10.94 career saves per game average puts 
her sixth all-time on the NCAA charts.
 Seniors Amy Vleck (Elgin, Ill.), Kelly Lessmann
(Bemidji, Minn.) and sophomore Amanda Miller (Orono, 
Minn.) will return and attribute veteran leadership to the 
squad.  Vleck notched two assists in 16 games while 
Lessman tallied an assist in ý ve appearances.  Miller saw 

action in all 17 games a year ago. 
First-year head coach Jim Stone understands the work that 

will be needed for the BSU soccer program to get where he 
wants it to be, but he points to the basics.

ñWe have to set some standards and they start with 
commitment and work ethic,ò said Stone.  ñA tradition will be built 
if I can get the girls to improve each and every game during the 
course of the season.ò

A couple of newcomers that excite Stone are Christina 
Egnell (Park Center, Minn.), who was a ý ve-year letter winner 
at Park Center High School and played U-18 premier soccer 
for the White Bear Lake Soccer Club.  Also, Jillian Hodorff 
(Inver Grove Heights, Minn.), who was a four-year letter winner 
at Sibley High School, was part of a team that ý nished third for 
Class A as a junior.

Stone brings a certain enthusiasm that the Bemidji State 
program needs and he cites the recruiting aspect as one that 
can be taken advantage of in the area.

ñBSU is eventually going to be a place where we can recruit 
and have some success there.  There is some potential to build 
a nice program,ò said Stone.
