I would like to invite you to be an exhibitor at the 2011 International Trumpet Guild Conference, which is being held at the Hilton Hotel in Minneapolis, Minnesota from May 24-28, 2011.  The hosts for this year’s conference are Del Lyren and Steve Wright.  There will be two types of exhibition space.  One will be for non-sound exhibits that are relatively quiet, such as music publishers.  The other will allow evaluation of instruments, mouthpieces, and other accessories, and therefore will be louder.  The exhibition space will be located at the Hilton Hotel, with easy access to lectures, master classes, performances, accommodations, and dining.  The Symphony Ballroom will host the sound producing exhibits and the Marquette Ballroom will house the non-sound producing rooms.  





The fee for the first 6-foot skirted table is $385 US and includes two conference registrations.  Any extra tables will be charged at $200 US per table and will include one additional conference registration.  Conference registration badges will admit one person to all events at the conference, except to the awards luncheon, which must be purchased separately.  ITG 2011 and the Hilton are also pleased to make available two private/semi-private rooms, which are located on the 3rd floor directly across from the Minneapolis Ballroom – the main performance venue.  The total daily fee for the private/semi-private rooms is $400  (one exhibitor), $600 (two exhibitors), or $750 (3 exhibitors), which includes one skirted 6-foot table per company.  Additional tables are available for $30 per day, per table.  





If you would like to be an exhibitor at the 2011 Conference, please return three copies of the contract (on our website) to Del Lyren, along with your payment.  The information and regulations sheet included in this package should answer most of your questions. You can also deduct 50% of your donation from the cost of your exhibit space, and your name would also be mentioned at the conference awards luncheon when the awards are presented.
