Reports:

· The course evaluation best practices procedures project will be guided by Mike Hamann with the help of Joe Neuman. 
· CPD discussed the need to work with Joe N. regarding publicizing his evaluation procedure policy to let faculty know it is available. 
· CPD also discussed the need for an evaluation policy that is structured in a way that is valuable for PDP, but stays in the confines of the contract.  
· Jeff U. volunteered to conduct a group discussion feedback at 8:30 on Friday, as requested by a faculty member. 
· CPD needs to keep in mind common concerns and projects CPD can share with NTC faculty and CTL staff.  It was discussed that they would be invited to the spring Critical Thinking Conference and have already reviewed video of the fall conference. 
For Further Discussion: 

· CPD discussed the Quality Matters Initiative (MnSCU has a license) that Bob Griggs proposed to CPD last meeting.  It is a program that helps faculty with online course design and includes a voluntary peer review process based on rubric standards.  The purpose is to ensure quality in CEL course design. 
· It was introduced as a possible process for online teaching faculty’s professional development 
· CEL has funds/release time available for faculty peer-reviewers and stipends to offer participants.
· One coordinator and two faculty reviewers would be needed for implementation.
· Questions were generated by CPD members specifically regarding the involvement/commitment needed from CPD, reviewers, and coordinator. 
· CPD stated they would be willing to: publicize, advertise on the CPD website, hold information sessions, include training for new faculty in fall start up, etc.   
Other: 

· Lisa Erwin and Patrick Guilfoile will do a presentation on the National Survey of Student Engagement (NSSE) during spring startup.  CPD will co-sponsor this event and provide publication.
