	Students are expected to begin by observing a licensed PE teacher in the K-12 setting. 
Students should engage in the lesson, interact and encourage students. Set up equipment when needed and other duties allowed by the teacher. If possible, the student should teach a lesson or parts of a lesson approved by the teacher. The student should schedule at least 1 full-day in the PE environment throughout the 30 hour experience to observe daily operations and the scope of teaching schedule and duties.

If multiple university students co-teaching opportunities for more than one lesson.
