EMPLOYMENT AREAS AND PROJECTED DEMAND: 
Modern Language graduates can work in a variety of different areas including the government, education, business, public 
relations, and community service areas including translators. Employment of high school teachers is projected to grow 4 
percent from 2020 to 2030, about as fast as the average for all occupations. 

 
“Occupational Outlook Handbook” reports that employment for a foreign language interpreters and translators is 
expected to grow 24% (much faster than average) through 2030 resulting directly from the broadening of international 
ties and the large increases in the number of non-English speaking people in the United States. People established in 
their career as a translator generally earn between $29,740 and $96,480 per year with the median pay of $52,330. 

 
PLACEMENT INFORMATION FOR MODERN LANGUAGE GRADUATES: 
Of the 4 Bemidji State University 2019-2020 Modern Language graduates holding a Spanish B.A, two were status 
unknown, one was available for work but unemployed, and one had unrelated employment and was not seeking 
related. The one Ojibwe Language Instruction Certificate graduate in 2019-2020 went on to continue their education.  
This does not include students who were not seeking employment, or were unavailable.
